The Ongoing Task of Bible Translation

If you’ve been paying very close attention to the readings in our services over the
past few months, you may have noticed a few subtle changes in wording. That’s
because our ELCA worship resources have switched to the New Revised Standard
Version, Updated Edition (NRSVue) as our default English translation. This isn’t
a drastic change. The NRSVue builds on the New Revised Standard Ver-

sion (NRSV), that we’ve been using over the past three decades. The update was
commissioned by the Society of Biblical Literature and involved more than 60
scholars from diverse Christian traditions. Its goal was to ensure the translation
continues to incorporate the best in biblical scholarship and also reflects changes
in contemporary English usage. That is necessary because languages — all lan-
guages — continually evolve. Watch a TV interview from the 1950s (you can find
some on YouTube) and it’s immediately clear that we don’t talk like that any-
more. Vocabulary, tone, and even sentence structure have shifted over time. And
that matters for Bible translation. A good translation pays close attention to both
the source and target language in order to carry over the original meaning of a
text, as it would have been heard in its own time, into language we can under-
stand today.

A good example is the Greek word anthrépos, which often means a hu-
man being, regardless of gender. Older English Bibles—including even the
NRSV in some places—rendered it simply as “man.” But in modern English,
“man” is typically heard as male-specific. To preserve the inclusive intent of the
original Greek, the NRSVue, like the NRSV before it, uses “person,” “human
being,” or “everyone,” depending on the context. For instance, Luke 6:45, which
once read, “The good man out of the good treasure of his heart produces good,”
now reads, “The good person out of the good treasure of the heart produces
good.” This better reflects both the Greek and our current usage.

Other updates include refining idioms, smoothing awkward phrasing, and
incorporating new manuscript insights. For example, in John 1:5, the NRSV
reads: “The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it.”
The NRSVue now reads: “...and the darkness did not overtake it. ” The change is
small, but closer to the Greek nuance, apparently. And sometimes that matters.
But frankly, that change is going to take some getting used to for me, and I’'m
going to have to investigate it more closely. So stay tuned for Christmas!

The intention of this new update is to help us hear the Bible more clearly.
The church’s task in every generation is not just to preserve the text, but to pro-
claim the Word who meets us in it: Jesus Christ, the living Word of God meant
not just for ancient people, but for you and me, today.

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Yehiel Curry elected presiding bishop of the
ELCA

“Yehiel Curry was elected July 30 to serve a six-
year term as presiding bishop of the ELCA. The
election took place during the 2025 ELCA
Churchwide Assembly being held July 28—-Aug. 2
at the Phoenix Convention Center.

Curry was elected on the fifth ballot. There were
799 votes cast, with 400 votes needed for an
election. Curry received 562 votes, and Kevin
Strickland, bishop of the ELCA Southeastern
Synod, received 237 votes. Curry is the first
Black presiding bishop of the ELCA.

Speaking to the assembly after his election,
Curry reflected on his membership at Shekinah
Chapel in Riverdale, lll., where he eventually
became a lay mission developer. During that
time he participated in the Theological
Education for Emerging Ministries program,
which prepares individuals for ordained ministry
in the ELCA, with a focus on emerging ministry
contexts like ethnic-specific, multicultural, and
both rural and urban settings. He spoke to the
assembly about his initial hesitation in accepting
that first ministry role.

“I'm what a return on your investment looks
like,” he said. “Perhaps I'm out there in one of
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you. | never saw myself as good enough, so for
two years, | said no. | finally said yes. When |
said yes, your support, this church’s support, of
that ministry meant everything. So if you want
to know what your benevolence dollars look
like, it looks like me. And | want to say thank
you. Thank you for your investment.”

Curry has served as bishop of the ELCA
Metropolitan Chicago Synod since 2019. He
previously served as mission developer (2009-
2012) and pastor (2012-2019) of Shekinah.

He received a Bachelor of Arts from Lewis
University in Romeoville, Ill.,, in 1995 and a
Master of Divinity from the Lutheran School of
Theology at Chicago (LSTC) in 2013. LSTC is one
of seven ELCA seminaries.”
