Lent is a traditionally a time the church has used for 

preparation for baptism. In the early church, the gospel 

readings for the Sundays in Lent served as a kind of 

catechism for baptismal candidates, who were then 

baptized at the Easter Vigil. 

Our Lenten Midweek Series this year is devoted the 

prayer in the baptismal rite in which the Holy Spirit is 

invoked over the newly baptized and these words, 

drawn from Isaiah 11, are prayed: “Sustain  

 name  with the gift of your Holy Spirit: the spirit of 

wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and 

might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord, 

the spirit of joy in your presence, both now and 

forever.”
